STEP 2: Center the track end slots over BOTH the end dimples as best you can.
You'll need fo slightly shift the track to get it as centered as possible.
MAKE SURE EAGH AND EVERY TRAGK HOLE IS OVER A DIMPLE.

STEP 3: After you've checked to make sure you're lined up properly, fore & aft:

a) Drill a pilot hole in each END DIMPLE ONLY using a 5/32" bit; ONLY DRILL THROUGH TOP OF
STEEL TUBE! DRILLING ALL THE WAY THROUGH WILL LET WATER INTO YOUR DRAWERS = BAD! , o , o
STEP 4: 1f you've gotten to this point following the directions, it should be a cake walk:

EASY MISTAKE #3: DO NOT drill interior holes yet; only the end holes ,
a) Locate and center the central hole in the Core Trax fo the center of the nearest

b) With the track in place, insfall the end screws, CENTERED as best you can over the dimple in the deck drill a pilor hole using a 5/32" drill bir,
interior dimples, with a #3 Phillips screwdriver. Leave loose for now. '

EASY MISTAKE #4: Using a #2 Phillips screwdriver b) Tighten end screws.

¢) Using Core Trax as a guide, drill the
rest of the interior holes using a 5/32”
drill bit and install screws.
